Frequently Asked Questions (FAQs)
Open Book Examination (OBE), KKHSOU

Q1. A) What is Open Book Examination (OBE) of KKHSOU?

Ans.: Open Book Examination (OBE) is the Examination conducted by the Krishna
Kanta Handiqui State Open University (KKHSOU) during the COVID-19 pandemic
situation to help learners to complete their courses on time by appearing in the
examinations from their respective homes. Question papers are provided online
through the website and the learners need to write answers in given format and send

the scanned copies online.

Q1. B) What is Special Open Book Examination (SOBE) of KKHSOU?

Ans.: As the regular examinations of Old course Degree 2™, 4™ and 6™ semester and
New course Degree 6™ Semester have already been conducted online and results of
these examinations also declared, so now this is Special Open Book Examination
(SOBE), only for those learners who filled up examination forms in due time but

couldn’t appear in the online examination due to technical reasons.

Similarly it’s also Special Examination for those learners, who could not get pass
marks in the last New course Degree 2™ and 4™ semester examinations, because they

did not score pass marks in their previous semester examinations.

The learners of Degree 3™ and 5™ semester also couldn’t complete their offline

examinations due to prevailing situation in the state of Assam. As such it’s Special
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Open Book Examinations for the remaining subjects (Courses) of Degree 3" and

th
5" semester.

Q2. Who are eligible to appear in the Open Book Examination (OBE) of
KKHSOU?

Ans.: Only those candidates, who have proper Admit Card for the concerned

examinations, which could not be conducted offline or where the learners could not

appear in the Online Examinations due to technical reasons or the category of

learners mentioned above.

Q3. How to appear in the Open Book Examination (OBE) of KKHSOU?

Ans.: An eligible learner, who has proper Admit Cards, can appear in the Open Book
Examination (OBE) of KKHSOU. Learners have to visit the University website
(www.kkhsou.in) and use their enrollment number to download proper Question
Papers from the portal given on the website. Details of these examinations will be
published by the Controller of Examinations and all learners have to follow those

instructions given in the ‘OBE Instructions Sheet’ thoroughly.

Q.4. When will be the OBE Instruction Sheet uploaded on the website?
Ans.: It will be uploaded soon and will be available on the social media too. It’ll

provide detail guideline to appear in the Open Book Examinations.

QS. What happen if I could not enter into the portal or find to be not eligible?
Ans.: One could not enter into the portal without a valid Admit Cards. In such
situations he/she need to send the proper examination fee payment receipt, which

was paid on time, with a request to issue the Admit Cards to the email id

dre@kkhsou.in or any other email id, which may be given in the Instruction Sheet

given by the Controller of Examinations. No payment receipt paid after original
due date will be accepted.
Once the Admit Cards issued, learners can enter into the dedicated portal and appear

in the OBE.

Q6. When the OBE examinations of KKHSOU will be held ?
Ans.: The Time table of OBE Examinations will be available on the University
website on 4™ June’2021.

Q7. How to submit the Answer Scripts?
Ans.: The learner has to upload the Answer Script in pdf format as per details, which
will be given in the OBE Instruction Sheet given by the Controller of

Examinations.

Q8. How can one confirm that the Answer Scripts are successfully submitted?
Ans.: There will be provision to get the receipt printed or saved. Details will be

given in the instruction sheet given by the Controller of Examinations.

Q9. Is there any provision to submit the hard copy Answer Scripts?

Ans.: No.

Q10. How to contact the officials of the office of the Controller of Examinations
to discuss of the Open Book Examination (OBE) of KKHSOU?
Ans..: In general, candidates are not allowed to contact the officials of the office of

the Controller of Examinations to discuss about the OBE. However he/she may
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email to the dre@kkhsou.in for Admit Card/ subject change related issue and to

km@kkhsou.in for results, mark sheets and certificate related issues. An OBE

Instruction Sheet (OIS) will be uploaded on the University website soon, which
must be strictly followed by each of the candidates.

Q11. What to do if my subjects are not correct in the Admit Cards and I could

not download the proper question papers?
Ans.. When admit cards are uploaded on the website, subjects will be shown on it.
If there is any discrepancy found, the learner has to send an email to the

dre@kkhsou.in pointing out the discrepancy and request for the necessary

rectification. If it is found to be authentic, it’ll be done within 24 hours and

corrected admit card will be uploaded on the website.

Q.12. Whether any Mock Test will be held before the actual OBE Examinations?

ns.: Yes. In order to make the learners familiar with the technicalities of
downloading the question papers and uploading the answer sheets on the website,
there will be a Mock Test where the learners may rehearse or practice the
Examination. The Notification regarding the date and time of Mock test will

be available on the website on 3" June’2021.

Q.13. How the learners will scan and make pdf of their answer sheets?

Ans.: Learners may use their android mobile phone to download any good ‘APP’
from Google Playstore for scanning and making ‘pdf’ of documents. A detailed
instruction with example will be available on the OBE Instruction Sheet(OIS),

which will be uploaded soon.
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Q14. How can one know the OBE results?
Ans.: The results of the Open Book Examination (OBE) of KKHSOU will be

declared through the University website like any other results.
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
